MLS bus cable: Recommended - mains-rated unscreened twisted pair 1.5mm’
Allowable bus length: Not to exceed 1500m

Manual Wall Switching: Any type of cable may be used, no practical limit to length
Connection: Detectors may be connected in any order.

Short spurs are permissible but are best avoided as they will not be checked during the
integrity test.

Accurate as-fitted records will assist in fault finding.

Mains wiring: The bus may run with mains wiring provided unscreened twisted-pair is used.
